A comerehensive manual is also supplied giving demonstration programmes of
each command, with a number of extra programpe listings showing how the
range of Interface commands can be used to create a powerful computing
environment. The manual is friendly and easy to read such that users have
een able to do advanced operations within minutes of setting up, but
advanced for those requiring more detailed information on it's operations.

The Interface commands have now been extended to include advanced features
such as FError trapping, forced run of non—autorun programmes and audio

feedback of completion of Interface command task. all the Interface
commands are readily accessible and easy to use in all BASIC or machine code
DPrOgramunes . The commands are easy to remember (eg BL=Basic load) and do

not interfere with Microdrive commands.

The Interface is supplied with an extra edge connector for other ZX Spectrum
perlpherals as well as a system reset button to save having to pull the
mains plug out to get out of a jammed programne! !
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
